New conclusions of thesis: Demand for health insurance card is high 100%, number of patients with health insurance card is low 13,6%, the reason for not buying health insurance card is fear of revealing identity 92,2%, fear of troublesome 91,6%, misunderstanding of health insurance 85,2%, lack of financial capacity 83,2%. Mostly using health insurance to check opportunistic infection 86%, knowledge about the patient is received largely from doctors 90,1%.
Number of patients discover opportunistic infection after health check 49,2%. Within the number of patients being health checked, 89,46% is treated; and when showing worsened condition 93,7% of them get transferred intime. Demand to participate here is necessary but percentage of participation is low 19,6%. Discrimination towards patients from society is high 98,1%, still occurs discrimination within family (193 persons) and at medical facility (36 persons). Percentage of revealed identity is low. 100% patients who revealed their identity have been discriminated. 
Capacity for supporting is low, especially nutrient support 13%, next is meeting social support demand 17,9%, next is knowledge support 27,4%, and highest is treatment support 37,3%. Effectiveness after intervention to improve awareness about health cảe for patient. Improve knowledge about health insurance and times of health checks in a year. Expense to for health check and treatment decreases. 
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
